Agnes Louisa Holzworth, age 101, of Glendive, passed away on Friday,
September 9, 2005 at the Glendive Medical Center Extended Care Facility in
Glendive. Funeral services will be held at 2:00 P.M., Tuesday, September 13,
2005 at the Community Bible Church in Glendive with Pastor Arlie Rauch
officiating. Interment will be in the Bethlehem Mennonite Cemetery in
Bloomfield. Silvernale-Silha Funeral Home of Glendive is entrusted with
arrangements. Agnes was born on May 26, 1904 in Burr, Minnesota, near
Canby, Minnesota, the daughter of Chresten and Ragnhild (Rogne) Olson.
She attended Canby High School and graduated from there with the class of
1923. She attended one year of training at the Normal Teacher Training
Department in Canby. Agnes then attended St. Cloud Teachers College in St.
Cloud, Minnesota and later attended the Lutheran Bible Institute in St. Paul,
Minnesota. She was united in marriage to Ed Holzworth on March 11, 1932 in
Minneapolis, Minnesota. She and her husband moved to a farm ten miles
northeast of Bloomfield, Montana and in 1947 moved into Glendive. Agnes
was a member and past president of the Women's Missionary Fellowship of
the Community Bible Church in Glendive and was the treasurer and
committee member of the Child Evangelism Fellowship. She was preceded in
death by her parents and her husband Ed on June 17, 1983, all of her siblings
of which Agnes was the youngest daughter in a family of 11 children; and one
granddaughter, Margot Ewert. Survivors include her children, Emery
Holzworth and his wife Vivian of Des Moines, Iowa, Karen Ewert and her



husband David of Peoria, Illinois, Paul Holzworth and his wife Marguerite of
Eldridge, Iowa, William Holzworth and his wife Patsy of Bloomfield, Montana
and Curtis and his wife Fay Holzworth of Grand Island, Nebraska; 14
grandchildren and 19 great grandchildren.
