
Alexander "Alex" Kaufman
September 25, 1917 - May 27, 2005

Alexander "Alex" Kaufman, age 87, formerly of Glendive, passed away on
Monday, May 23, 2005 in the Bethel Lutheran Home in Williston. Funeral
services will be held at 10:00 A.M., Friday, May 27, 2005 at Our Savior
Lutheran Church in Glendive with Pastor James Hageman officiating.

Alex was
born on September 25, 1917 in Huntley, Montana, the son of John and Mary
(Rhein) Kaufman. He attended schools at Scotts Bluff, Nebraska and in

and worked on area farms. Alex was united in marriage to Lucille Nevins on
September 9, 1937 in Sidney. They farmed at Fairview, Montana from 1938
until 1956 when they moved west of Glendive where they farmed until their
retirement in 1981. In 1964, Alex was awarded Outstanding Conservation
Farmer of the Year by the Dawson County Soil and Water Conservation
District. Following his retirement, he had residences in Quincy, Washington;
Ontario, Oregon; Salome, Arizona; and Soap Lake, Washington. Alex moved
back to Glendive in 1998. He enjoyed traveling, gardening, dancing and
listening to music. Alex was preceded in death by his parents; his sister, Leah
Seader and his brother, George Kaufman. Survivors include his wife Lucille;
two daughters, Barbara (Jerry) Kuester of Glendive and Linda (Nolan) Parker
of Thompson Falls, Montana; three sons, Bob (Aggie) Kaufman of
Suquamish, Washington, Richard Kaufman of Auburn, Washington and John
