 In 1964, he joined the United States Navy and served in the Vietnam War. He
was honorably discharged in 1967. Upon returning home from military service
he married Charla Siegle on October 28, 1967, and to this union two sons
were born, Shawn was born on March 22, 1968 and Shane was born on
February 2, 1971. Jr. and Char raised their two boys on their farm, seventeen
miles West of Glendive. He spent many years helping his father at his butcher



shop in Fallon. Following his father's passing, Jr. carried on the tradition of
making German and liver sausage and headcheese. 

 Jr. enjoyed fishing, working Sudoku puzzles, watching old western movies,
reading Louis Lamor books and watching Judge Judy at 3:00 P.M. every
afternoon. He was always willing to give the neighbors a helping hand
whenever needed. Jr's. most treasured role was spending time with his three
grandchildren and being called Papa. 

 He was preceded in death by his parents; brother, Jim; sisters, Kit Hansen
and Irene Detienne and his faithful dog, Holly.
