Ardelle “Dell” Smith, age 87 of Glendive, Montana passed away on Friday,
September 29, 2023 at the Glendive Medical Center Extended Care in
Glendive.

She took great
pleasure in gardening, both vegetables and flowers, and served as secretary
of the Glendive Garden Club for a number of years. Dell and Lyle enjoyed
bowling and many other adventures with a special group of friends. She loved
to travel visiting relatives across the United States and on two memorable
occasions ventured to Australia. 



Dell was very creative. She enjoyed several styles of painting and was skilled
in many forms of needle work, including knitting which she learned from her
Norwegian friend. Wheat weaving, macramé, and pine needle basketry were
a few more of her talents. She even created her own dyes for basket weaving
and Slavic egg decorating. She was always eager to explore any new artistic
challenge. 

 She was preceded in death by her parents, her husband, her sister Helen
Palmer, great grandson Gavin King, brother-in-law Gene Palmer, sister-in-law
Marie Sawyer and son-in-law Pat Weber.
