Whether attending
children's and grandchildren's activities, hosting holidays, or simply being
there when she was needed, Barb was the steady heart of her family. She
continually prayed for everyone.

She was preceded in death by her parents; her beloved husband, Ernie; two
sisters; and eight brothers, whom she now rejoins in God's eternal embrace.
Barb is survived by her three children: Shandon and Jennifer Scheetz of
Glendive, Ernie and Cindy Scheetz of Baker, and Glenda and Kevin Mitchell
of Glendive; 10 grandchildren; 14 great-grandchildren; six sisters; one brother;
