Brad then went to work for Midstate
Telephone for a few years. He decided to attend aviation school in Greeley,
Colorado where he received his avation degree. After aviation school, Brad
returned to Stanley where he resumed work for Midstate Telephone for the
next 30+ years, until his time of death. 

 Brad was united in marriage to Bonnie (Wilhelmi) on October 4, 1994 at
Incline Village, California. They returned to Stanley until relocating to Beach in
1997. Brad and his brother-in-law, Tom Wilhelmi, started Beach Cable Vision



in 2000. 
 Brad was a member of St. John the Baptist Catholic Church in Beach and was

proud to be on their building committee. The most important thing in Brad’s life
was his walk and relationship with God, He had a deep faith and shared this
openly with everyone he met. Some of Brad’s favorite things were being with
his family and taking care of his neighbors and elderly people around him. He
and Bonnie traveled back and forth to one another between their homes in
Beach, ND, and Detroit Lakes, MN often. They were planning and looking
forward to a future together under one roof!
