Darrel was Grain Board Vice President from1990 to 1998 and president from

being active in anything related to agricultural. Darrel also was a member of
the American Legion X-GI's. Darrel loved farming, visits with his Army
buddies, friends and family, playing cards, watching old western movies,
reading, traveling and the solitude of country living. Simple things made him
happy. He enjoyed his mornings drinking coffee and watching the sunrise over
Sentinel Butte. Darrel was a loving father and grandfather, uncle and loyal
friend.
