Donald “Don” Nentwig, age 79 of Glendive, Montana passed away on
Saturday, May 8, 2021 at his home surrounded by his family. Graveside
services will be held at 2:00 PM on Friday, May 14, 2021 in the Dawson
Memorial Cemetery in Glendive with Pastor Greg Lucido officiating.

Don was born on July 16, 1941 in Glendive to Merton and Ardyce (Edwards)
Nentwig. He was raised and educated in Glendive graduating from Dawson
County High School with the class of 1959. Following high school, Don was in
the National Guard from 1959-1964, then worked various jobs for a few
months before he went to barber school in Fargo, North Dakota. After
completing his education, Don returned to Glendive and was united in
marriage to Diane Ackerman on June 27, 1961 and to this union two children
were born. The couple moved to Fort Benton, Montana and later Havre,
Montana where Don worked as a barber before returning to Glendive in March
of 1962 when he took over a barber shop and continued barbering for over
sixty years until his health forced him to retire in February of 2021.

Don loved to travel, especially going south every winter for a few weeks. He
enjoyed hunting and fishing when he was younger. Don was a “Jack of all
trades”, he was very handy and very good at working with his hands, he liked
fixing up old houses and selling them. He enjoyed going out to the farm and
helping with his cows. Don was a fifty-year member of the Glendive Elks



Lodge and the Glendive Moose Lodge; he was also a member of Our Savior
Lutheran Church.

He was preceded in death by his parents.

Don is survived by his wife, Diane of Glendive; his son, Perry (Mary) Nentwig
of Glendive, his daughter, Christy (Todd) Colbrese of Gillette, Wyoming; one
granddaughter, Willow (Tyler) Fortuna of Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania; one
brother, Lynton Nentwig of Glendive; two sisters-in-law, Bev (lke) Baldry of
Billings, Montana and Bonnie Butka of Sheridan, Oregon; one brother-in-law,
Dan (Pearl) Frisinger of Manhattan, Montana and numerous nieces, nephews
and cousins.
