Terry, Montana: Eloise “Ella” Hauskama, age 95, formerly of Glendive,
Montana, passed away on Friday, April 6, 2012 at the Prairie Community
Hospital in Terry.

They later moved to
Glendive in 1954 and resided there until 2005 when she moved to Terry due
to health issues. During her years in Glendive she worked at different
businesses including Safeway, Supervalue, Ben Franklin, and her last place of
employment being Anderson’s Department store, where she worked for over
twenty years before she retired in 1982. Ella was an excellent seamstress and
doll maker. She sold many dolls throughout the United States. Ella was also
an avid gardener, and she took great pride in her flowers. She was preceded
in death by her husband in 1994.
