After his honorable discharge, he returned to
Glendive, where he found work at Western Oil well service, and John Krohn
construction, followed by several years at the Jordan Inn. In the early 1990’s
Ernie relocated to Washington State, working construction. He resided in Gold
Bar, Washington until November of 2023, at which time he returned home to
Glendive due to health-related issues. Ernie lived a very simple life, finding



enjoyment in playing pool, solitaire, and fishing. He enjoyed the company of
friends, was a free spirit, and lived for the day!
