 George and Fay lived in Lindsay, MT at the Bryhn's family farm after they got
married. During the winter of 1978, on Valentines Day, they got the call a little
baby girl was ready to find her forever home with them. They drove through a
snow storm to go to Helena, MT to get her. They were now the proud parents
of Tiena Marie.
