 Grace was born January 8, 1938 in Fryburg/Dickinson, North Dakota to
Ronald and Orzilla Hellickson. She and Jerald “Jerry” Cook were united in
marriage in June 1956. 

 Grace and Jerry moved to California in the late 1950’s after Jerry was
introduced to Jimmy Jordan, a race horse trainer and he became a jockey.

Anita Racetrack in Arcadia, California until she retired in 2000. She loved to
sew and paint as her hobbies. She was also a huge Los Angeles Dodger fan
and was so happy that they won the World Series this year. 

 Grace was preceded in death by her parents, Ronald and Orzilla; and her
husband, “Jerry” Cook who preceded her death in December 2007.
