Harry was born in Sidney, Montana on May 26, 1936 to Lydia Haux and
adopted by Andrew Trangmoe. Harry attended first grade at Kinsey school
and the rest of his schooling in Glendive. He graduated from Dawson County
High School in 1954. In July of 1955, he enlisted in the U.S. Army where he
served in the Korean Conflict in a Heavy Mortar Co. and discharged in April
1957. He returned to the family farm and it was during this time he met and
married Shirley Roesler on June 29, 1958. In 1960 Harry went to work for
Dowell Oil Co. In 1967 he purchased the Plaza 66 Service Station and the
Phillip’s 66 Bulk plant. In June 1976, Harry began working at W.B.I., where he
remained employed until he retired in 1998. Upon retirement he devoted more
time to helping on the family farm and hiring out to help with beet harvest,
silage and summer fallowing. He loved he time he spent in his John Deere
tractor. Harry also loved working on vehicles, he restored numerous ones. On



September 27, 1998 he married LaVerne Schneider.

He was a member of Jaycees, Ag and G.A.T.E. Chamber Committee,
Badlands Drifter’s Car Club, Our Savior Lutheran Church Council, Elks, Board
of Directors of Badlands Credit Union, and Chamber of Commerce Board.
During the Christmas holidays, Harry loved taking on the role of Santa for
various households and community functions.

Harry was preceded in death by his parents, Lydia and Andy; his first wife,
Shirley; his brothers, Jerry Trangmoe, and Arlo Helm; brother-in-law, Ralph
