As a young child
the family moved to Los Angeles, California where his mother was killed in an
automobile accident. His father reconnected with an old acquaintance, Lucille
Mullet and they became a family. They moved to Oregon for a few years
before moving to Pennsylvania where Jim was raised and educated until his
senior year when they returned to Oregon. 

 Jim worked various jobs while in Oregon. He was united in marriage in 1988
to Lisa King and to this union two children were born, Amber and James. This
marriage later ended in divorce. He moved to Glendive in 1999 and worked at
Eastmont where he met Mary Ann Burke and they were later married in 2006.
Jim also worked on the Slope in Alaska for a while and he was able to
connect with his biological family, which gave him great peace in his life. He



also worked as a rural mail carrier for a while which he thoroughly enjoyed. 
 Jim enjoyed hunting and fishing, bump-n-runs, racing, fast cars and

motorcycles. He loved to sing and his strong bass will be missed by this
church family. Most of all he loved spending time with his grandchildren. 

 He was preceded in death by his parents and a sister Ruth Davidhizar.
