 Joan was born on October 29, 1935 in Atoka, Oklahoma a daughter of
Hamilton and Gladys (Mead) Dillard. As a young child her parents divorced
and her mother married Ralph Phillippe and the family moved to Hastings,
Nebraska where she was raised and educated. Joan graduated high school
from Hastings High School with the class of 1952. After her high school
education Joan was at a roller rink where she had fallen down and a young
man named Willis Schmidt rolled over her skirt, ripping it, and that was it!
They were later married on March 21, 1953 in Hastings and to this union four
children were born. The family moved to Fort Lewis, Washington where Willis
served in the United States Army for two years. Following Willis' honorable
discharge the family moved to Glendive where Joan stayed busy raising her
children. Once all the kids were grown she went to work for Dyer
Construction, Broeder Electric, and Conoco as a bookkeeper and some other
odd jobs over the years until she took over bookkeeping duties for her
husband's business, Willie's Heating. Joan had been taking care of the
bookkeeping until the time of her passing. 

 She was an active member of Our Savior Lutheran Church where she taught



Sunday School for many years and was also in the choir. She was also a girl
scout leader for many years as well. 

 Joan was an avid reader (which she said kept her sharp), and she enjoyed
bowling and camping. She was a wonderful cook and always had food ready
and had the gift of hospitality given freely to all. Everyone always felt welcome
at her home and several of the kids' friends also called her mom. She will be
remembered for her kindness and willingness to help others and check in on
anyone in need. 

She was
exceptionally proud of her children and her grandchildren. She was also proud
of her Choctaw heritage and loved sharing that history with her family as well.
