JoAnn Martha Pettersen joined her family in heaven on October 28, 2024.
JoAnn was born on July 27, 1935 at the county hospital in Glendive, Montana
to Fred and Martha Rilla. She grew up with her siblings, Alice Entzel, Lois
Hansen, and Fred Rilla, and enjoyed carrying the flag at events, the follies,
and the chorus line. 

 Lavern Pettersen was the love of JoAnn’s life. They met in high school and at
Our Savior Lutheran church in which she was a member for most of her life.
Lavern asked her to dance after the Follies and they never looked back. They
married quickly, in September 1953, before Lavern was drafted because he
was afraid she would be taken after he returned from the Army. They were
happily married for 55 years. 

 JoAnn and Lavern were blessed with two children, Loni and Brad, giving her
the family she always cherished. They started out living out in the country
moving all over but never straying further from Glendive after returning from
Lavern's stationing in California. JoAnn was active in her community, including
rodeo, bowling, golfing, and many clubs (Moose, Saddle, Elks, and Cow
Bells), and she worked hard all of her life. She hosted the family gatherings,
brandings, and holidays. She also worked at Frosty’s, the Jordan News Stand,
Dairy Queen, First National Bank, PCA office, Chevron Bulk Plant, and F&G
Pharmacy, where she worked until she was 82. 

 JoAnn also knew how to have fun and had too many friends to name here, but
would want all of them to know how much she loved them. She treasured her



coffee dates, dancing, and music. 
 JoAnn doted on her grandchildren, Jason Hanzlik (Michelle), Amanda Hoskins

(Brandon), and Rilee Pettersen and spoiled her great-grandchildren, London
and Willow Hoskins, who all lovingly called her Nana. They will all miss her
dearly, particularly pinochle games, telling jokes, eating sweets, watching golf
and rodeo, and dancing. 

 JoAnn was always tough, including during her final battle with cancer. She
never complained and only begrudgingly accepted any help, but she told her
loved ones she was finally ready to come home to be with Jesus, and to join
her husband, parents, siblings, and daughter. For those she loved and leaves
behind, we will celebrate her life on Tuesday, November 12, 2024, at 10:00
AM at Our Savior Lutheran Church in Glendive with Pastor Greg Lucido
officiating. Interment will be in the Dawson County Cemetery. Silha Funeral
Home of Glendive has been entrusted with the arrangements.
