LeRoy (Lee) Henry Gibbs, age 94, passed away of natural causes on
Wednesday, August 29, 2018 at Morningstar Assisted Living in Billings,
Montana.

Lee was born on May 13, 1924 in Miles City, Montana, the son of Roy & Nora
Gibbs, the second eldest of six children. He was raised on the family ranch
near Jordan, Montana. He attended primary school in Jordan and Miles City
as well as the Gibbs Country School near the family ranch. He was graduated
from Jordan High School in 1942. He ranched with his parents and brothers in
Jordan for several years before purchasing a farm on the Buffalo Rapids
Project near Glendive in the early fifties. Lee married R'Delle Jensen in 1954
and together they had five sons. In 1970 he and R’Delle purchased the Krug
Ranch which was between Fallon and Glendive on the east side of the
Yellowstone River. The ranch became Lee’s passion for the next forty years.
Lee had a creative side to him and innovated many new ways to perform
ranch and farm work. He was most proud of the feed bunks he invented and
eventually patented. He was one of the first cattlemen to use Limousin bulls in



this area and always had sought-after yearlings. Lee loved to irrigate and fix
fence. Work was his livelihood and hobby and one would never find any grass
growing under his feet. He instilled the appreciation of hard work in his boys
and the value of being a man of his word.

Lee was hewn from the Old West and the cattleman and sheepman way of
life. He was proud of his agriculture heritage and being a cowboy. He was a
master storyteller and always had a yarn for every occasion. He even
published his autobiography, Pirates to Post Holes. Lee would strike up a
conversation with any person who was close by and would end up with a new
acquaintance or friend in short order. In his later years he very much enjoyed
his coffee groups in Green Valley, Arizona and at the Subway in Glendive.
Lee was preceded in death by his parents, his son Jonathan Leigh Gibbs, his
wife R’'Delle Delores Gibbs, sister Betty Haughian, and brothers John and
Gerald Gibbs.

He is survived by his sons: Mike (Carrie) of Glendive, Tim (Laurie) and Rod
(Lesley) of Fallon, and Reg (Julie) of Billings; brothers Gene Gibbs of
Pleasanton, CA and David Gibbs of Circle, MT. He also leaves behind twelve
grandchildren, and eight great-grandchildren as well as Margaret Zabrocki
whom he married in 20009.
