Mom liked being outdoors taking walks and caring for the flowers at her
apartment in town. Mom’s greatest joy was spending time with her children,
grandchildren and great-grandchildren always sharing love and laughter and
activities to make the memories we cherish today. She liked to cook and bake
and shared these gifts generously. We all benefitted from her seamstress
talents from bridesmaid dresses and clothes to personalized pillowcases and
everything in between. She crocheted, knitted, embroidered and was never
without a project. All the babies she knew ended up with her wonderful flannel
blankets and hooded towels and she kept us all supplied with knitted dish
clothes. 

 

Mom’s strong faith in God and church family were a constant in her life. As a
member of Zion Lutheran she helped with quilting, supporting Sunday School,
making lefse and was on the Chancel Guild and a member of ZLCW. 

 

Mom never missed a chance to acknowledge a special occasion and reach
out with cards and letters. We all watched for mail from her because we knew
it held her signature crisply ironed dollar bills for birthdays, anniversaries and
holidays. 

 

After complications from a stroke in 2019 Loretta became a resident of
Glendive Medical Center Extended Care and we are so thankful for the loving
care she received while living there.

Siegle, sister Veldean Cook, granddaughter Paula Hoyer, brother-in-law Larry
