Madeline M. Johnson, age 99, of Beach, North Dakota, died at St. Benedict’s
Care Center in Dickinson, North Dakota on May 1, 2005. A Vigil service will be
held at 7:00 P.m., Tuesday, May 3, 2005 in the Chapel of the Silvernale-Silha
Funeral Home in Beach.

Transportation was at first supplied by horses, followed by cars, then
airplanes. She endured the great depression and two world wars. She saw the
beginning of electricity, running water and many other modern conveniences.
But she always thought the best time was when all her family were at home.
Madeline was preceded in death by her husband, Tom; two daughters,
Eleanor Chaska and Marlene Chaska-Meidinger and two sons, Donald and
David Johnson. Madeline is survived by two sons, Robert of Beach and Tom
