The youngest of seven siblings and a very
premature newborn at 3 pounds 2 ounces, she spent her first several months
in the hospital before being raised on a humble farmstead 12 miles East of
Lindsay. 

 Martha married Henry “Bob” Hilger on June 20, 1948 in Glendive. They were
blessed with four children and many grand, great and great-great
grandchildren all of which she held very dearly. It was a joy for her to make
quilts for as many as possible! 

 Some of her and Bob’s greatest memories were taking the family fishing in
Canada with the Kolstad family and other times sharing their favorite



summertime activity of camping and water skiing. 
 She and Bob usually took their personal vacations in January since the

employees at Hilger Chevrolet generally preferred summers. Thanks to
winning several Chevrolet-Oldsmobile dealership promotions, they took many
exciting adventures abroad. After retirement they spent some winters in Lake
Havasu, AZ as well.
