Ray was very
mechanical, could fix anything and helped his neighbors many times with their
equipment breakdowns. Ray was also a good carpenter and enjoyed



woodworking. In his last years, before he lost his vision to macular
degeneration, he made many intricate wooden pictures with his scroll saw.
Raymond was a life member of the Glendive Moose Lodge #949 and a past
member of the Dawson County Farm Bureau and Montana Stock Growers
Association. Raymond married Alfrida Kolstad on December 2, 1939. Alfrida
passed away in 1987. On November 2, 1990, Raymond married Margaret
Temple.
