Robert Schneider age 67, died Friday, February 13, 2004 at Glendive Medical
Center in Glendive, Montana after a courageous battle with cancer. Funeral
services will be held at 2:00 P.M., Thursday, February 19, 2004 in the
Glendive Alliance Church with Pastor Joel Arndt officiating. Interment will
follow in the Dawson Memorial Cemetery in Glendive. Silvernale-Silha Funeral
Home of Glendive is entrusted with arrangements. Bob was born June 29,
1936 in Haynes, North Dakota, the son of Emil and Bertha (Miller) Schneider.
He was raised on the family farm and attended the country school, Kansas
City Township School #2, which was near the farm until high school. At which
time he moved to Hettinger, North Dakota to attend high school. After high
school, Bob attended college for a short time before joining the Army. Bob was
stationed at Fort Carson, Colorado. After leaving the Army, he held various
jobs. Bob eventually moved to Billings where he worked as a glazier. Bob
worked for Michotte Glass, PPG, and Becker glass. On May 11, 1963, Bob
married Carol Maxine Wilson. Bob and family moved to Glendive, Montana in
June 1972, where they started Schneider's Big Sky Glass. In 1985, Bob and
Maxine also started to farm near Hettinger North Dakota. Maxine preceded
Bob in death in April 27, 1989. Bob married Teresa "Tessie" Korneychuk in
September 1, 1990 in Baker, Montana. Bob and Tessie continued to operate
the glass shop until his retirement in 2000. They continued to farm until he
was diagnosed with Pancreatic Cancer. Bob was a devoted man who enjoyed
family, gardening, traveling, and time spent at the farm in North Dakota. Bob is
