
Stanley C. Woods

Stanley C. Woods, age 85, of Wibaux, passed away on Friday, May 12, 2006
in the Wibaux County Nursing Home in Wibaux, Montana. Funeral services
will be held at 3:00 P.M., Tuesday, May 16, 2006 in the United Methodist
Church in Wibaux with Pastor T.C. Chatman officiating. Interment will be in the
Wibaux Cemetery. Silvernale-Silha Funeral Home of Wibaux is entrusted with
arrangements. Stanley was born on May 10, 1921 in Mora, Minnesota, the
son of John Richard and Stella Lois (Pierce) Woods. He was raised and
educated in Wibaux and graduated from Wibaux High School with the class of
1939. Stanley worked for his uncles on their farm in Minnesota until he
entered the U.S. Marine Corps in April 1942 and served during World War II.
He was honorably discharged in April 1946. Following his discharge from the
military, Stanley worked as a mechanic until he was united in marriage to
Doris Calkins on August 25, 1946 in Deerwood, Minnesota. Stanley and his
wife returned to Wibaux where he farmed and ranched north of Wibaux his
entire life. Stanley was a board member and President of the Wibaux Co-op
Elevator for many years. He served as church board President of the United
Methodist Church for 49 years. Stanley enjoyed reading Western novels and
stories about Montana history. He especially enjoyed taking Sunday afternoon
drives. Stanley was preceded in death by his parents and his sister, Dorothy.
Survivors include his wife, Doris, of Wibaux; son, William "Bill" Woods and his
wife Bonnie of Wibaux; daughters, Linda Potter and her husband Richard of
Laurel, Montana, Ruby Woods of Glendive and Clarice Coulter and her
